Runway Recycle/Refashion Project
1. Fashion Assessment:
   Fully describe each garment in your collection.  Identify the styles seen in the sleeves, collars, necklines, etc. using the correct style terms ( seek out help in Style Reference- orange folder).

2. Refashion Design Plan:
    Describe the style features you plan to eliminate, keep and re-create.  You may use a “before” picture to label your ideas.

3. The “New” Design:

    Show some drawings of what you plan to do.  Use colored pencils to show the various pieces used from each garment.

4. Deliberation Meeting:
    Each group will meet with the teacher to discuss and determine which design from the group will be initiated.  Be prepared to explain your refashion design ideas.

5. Work Plan:
    Each group will work out a plan for “demolition” and construction of the new garment.  Decide who will do what part of the new construction.

Do not forget about the details!  Buttons, trim, etc.  Make a list of the jobs to be done and name who will do them.

6. Demolition!
    Upon approval from the teacher, your group will proceed to take apart the garments necessary to implement the refashion design.  Use seam rippers to open the seams, take off patch pockets and any trim pieces you plan to use later.

7. Construction:
Members of the group will re-construct demolition pieces into a new garment.  Those not part of this work plan will oversee the work being done and help where necessary.  If someone is absent, you will be the one to pick up and continue the work of their job.

8. Runway Ready!

    Upon completion, a photo of the garment either with a model or not will be taken as a culminating activity of the project.  Include your “before” and “after” pictures with the worksheets and rubric to be turned into the teacher in a folder.
