Course Overview:

Description: In this part two of an introductory course in cooking. Students learn about nutrition and food choice, safe and sanitary use of equipment, and cooking terms and skills.  Prerequisite: Culinary 1 with B or better & Grades 10-12.  
Units include: Vegetables, fruits, Grains, Pasta, Poultry, Meats, Nutrition, and Casseroles. 

Content Delivery Methods: Taste Testing, Labs, Lecture, Written reports, Demonstrations, Theory and knowledge tests, Discussions, Research/computer use, Presentations, and Videos.
Materials Required:

Students must come to class with a writing utensil, and their culinary notebook (3-ring binder).  
Class Expectations:

Classroom Safety and Sanitation Procedures:

This is your classroom and kitchen.  Up to 20 students at a time will share the space and the room is used all blocks each day.  The following guidelines are for the safety and health of you and everyone in the class.  By observing these rules you will reduce the possibility of grease burns, clothes catching on fire, and transmitting viruses and bacteria.  Student safety and health is very important.


· Midriffs and undergarments will be covered

· Hair must be tied back

· No excessive bulky clothing around the arms and upper body

· No sitting on the counters or tables

Other important classroom details:

· All students are expected to arrive on time and ready for class.  If you know you are going to be late, please have your teacher call and let me know.

· All members of the lab team are responsible for the cleanliness of their kitchen area.  No students will be dismissed until the teacher has inspected your area.

· Classroom sign outs will be limited to six passes per semester.  During labs, your team is counting on you to complete your part of the task and it is unfair to the others if you leave when your work needs to be done.  “Hanging out” in the cafe  is not a reason to leave the classroom.  You will lose your sign out privilege if you are seen in the commons during class time.  
· Use of IPods, cell phones, and MP3 players will not be tolerated.  If I see or hear it the equipment will be taken away and may be kept by the assistant principal until the end of the day.  (See Electronic Equipment policy in handbook, pg     .) 

· Do not go into any cabinets, drawers, refrigerators, or closets unless told to do so or given permission to do so. 

· Whatever you use in the culinary room, you will be required to clean properly and put away in its correct location.

· If you create trash while in this room, you will dispose of it properly before leaving.  If you see trash not properly disposed, please throw it out.  This is your classroom.
· The last class to use the room for the day will stack the chairs in the room.
· Students are expected to come to school well-groomed and dressed to reflect respect that students and staff have for the education process.  Clothing that causes a disruption to learning will not be allowed.  Your attire reflects upon our school environment and should, therefore, be modest and appropriate.

Your final grade will be calculated in the following manner:  Term 1- 40%, Term 2- 40%, Final Exam- 20%
Work turned in late will result in a lower grade for the work. If unusual circumstances prevent this, please talk to me.  

Attendance Policy/Class Participation (pg.)
· For any unplanned tardy or absence from school, a parent/guardian must call the attendance office              .
· Tardies- Upon the third tardy to class, two points will be deducted from the student’s class average.  Every subsequent tardy for that quarter will results in one additional point deduction. Note- Arriving to class unexcused more than fifteen (15) minutes late is considered a class cut (unexcused absence). 

· Absences- Upon the fifth absence for a quarter, a student will receive no higher than a 50% participation grade. 

· Unexcused  absence - Three points will be deducted from the student’s class average for each unexcused absence (class cut) during a quarter. Note- arriving to class unexcused more than fifteen (15) minutes late is considered a class cut.

· For any planned absences, have your parent notify the school and have them sign and return the Parental Acknowledgement of Planned Absences Policy in advance of the planned absence.
Class Participation:

Today you have received 100 points in the category of Class Participation. At the end of each marking period 25% of your score will be comprised of this score. Your score will remain at 100 points in this area provided you abide by stated class procedures and rules. Failure to do so will result in a reduction of your Class Participation grade, using the scale listed below. 
Lose 5 Points For: 

· Being late without a pass. 

· Coming to class unprepared, without notebook (including packets) and writing utensil.

· Uncooperative attitude displayed during class or failure to do work

· Using electronics in class. Remember if I see or hear it I take it! 

· Leaving dirty dishes and/or food in the sink

· Language & Gestures

· Leaving wet dishes, used dish towels, or a wet sink
· Bickering with lab group

Lose 10 Points For: 

· Disruptive behavior displayed during class

· Showing disrespect toward others and their property. Disrespect includes tone of voice, foul language, and inappropriate gestures or body language. 

· Deliberate misuse of equipment/supplies
· Failure to participate in class
Academic Integrity Policy

Academic dishonesty in any form is considered a violation of the basic academic Expectations of           . Examples of violations may include, but are not limited to the following: 

Plagiarism-The stealing of another's ideas, words, writing, or academic work, and implying that it is original. Examples: Having a parent or another person write an essay and submit it as one's own work, failing to use proper documentation and bibliography 

Cheating-Deliberately seeking one's own gain in academic, extracurricular, or other school work in order to (or with the intent to) gain an unfair advantage. Examples: Unauthorized exchange of information during a test or while others are taking a test, using unauthorized materials to complete an examination or assignment, unpermitted collaboration on assigned work, sharing test questions 

Lying or Committing a Fraud - To make a statement one knows is false, with the intent to deceive or with disregard for the truth; to give a false impression. Examples: Fabrication of data or information, listing sources in a bibliography not used in the academic exercise, changing a grade in a teacher's grade book 

Multiple Submissions -Submitting substantial portions of any academic exercise more than once without prior authorization and approval of the teacher. Examples: Turning in the same paper for Freshman English and Sophomore English 

Stealing-Encompasses taking or appropriating without the right or permission to do so and with the intent to keep or improperly use the school work or materials of another student or the instructional materials of a teacher. Example: Stealing copies of tests or quizzes, stealing another student's homework 

Students will receive consequences for academic dishonesty based on the type of  assignment: Homework, Other Assessments (Tests, Projects, Papers, Lab Reports, etc.) and Midterm & Final Exams. The teacher(s) involved will determine the category under which the assignment in question falls. Consequences are cumulative for two consecutive academic years: Ninth/tenth grades and eleventh/twelfth grades. Consequences are cumulative among all courses taken by a student during those two consecutive years. Offenses under each category are counted separately: Homework, Other Assessments and Midterm & Final Exams. Consequences relating to National Honor Society eligibility are for the duration of the student's high school career. (See page in the student handbook for further details.)
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
